Other items not accepted include furniture
containing woodworm, gas appliances, electrical items in need of major
repair or in a rusty condition, and upholstered goods which do not meet
the Furniture and Furnishings (Fire) (Safety) Regulations 1988.

Regretfully we are unable to accept exceptionally large heavy items due
to the risks to our drivers associated with lifting and moving them. Also
for Health & Safety reasons, goods cannot be collected from upstairs in
customer’s property. Goods left outside in wet weather, will also be
rejected. Customers are asked to have donated items readily accessible
for our drivers.
